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Minutes of the Mesa Fiber Arts Guild
March 4, 2009

rugs. Both are artists and have been collectors offougs
years. Jim described the early Navajo rugs as “exquisite
simple designs.” They showed Navajo, Mexican, Chief
Blankets, saddle blankets, and a variety of other rugs.
Many of their Navajo rugs were from the Germantown
period, 1880-1890. These rugs were made from commercial
yarns brought to the reservations by traders. All yaas w
made in Germantown, Pennsylvania. The Native
Americans loved the already spun yarn and the colors that
were introduced. The yarns were three and four ply. The
best weavers got the Germantown wool yarn so that the
traders would have the best quality rugs to trade back east

There were several samples of Chief Blankets. There w
three phases of design with this product: Phase One
blankets were the earliest ones being woven from 1840-
1865. These blankets only contained stripes. Phase Two
blankets were from the 1860’s-1880 and contained design
elements within the stripes. Phase Three blankets were
more complex and had design elements crossing thesstripe

Asked how to store rugs, Barry said he has a fear disnot
and he freezes his rugs for three to four days, warems,th
and then refreezes them.
